• Utilization of portable cameras to assist with auto theft locations

• Added enforcement around the Airport Station due to unsheltered population 
and increase in traffic due to parking closures



Challenges
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• Unsheltered population still have no resources from the City of Atlanta or 
Fulton county for sustainable placement/resources

• Airport and MARTA still at an impasse on dealing with unsheltered after 
closing of Airport and End of Service at MARTA; recent mtgs with APD

• No resources for mentally ill. Grady is the only temporary resource. The last 
two homicides and one OIS the suspects had severe mental health 
challenges; Tracking/HOPE requirement

• Sworn staffing levels severely reduced since 2019 (COVID/Profession since 
2020 incidents)
